Requirements: With guidance from faculty, the student designs the experience:
1. The experience is focused using clear academic objectives and guided by inquiry: Provide a list 3-5 academic “understandings” and 2-3 “essential questions” you hope to engage through your experience:
2. The experience includes specific components including texts, activities, investigations etc. in a logical progression that will help develop your understandings and engage your essential questions provided: List the various components of your experience that will be included within your experience and a schedule to meet your objectives.

3. The experience must have 3 major assessments that demonstrate comprehension and understanding (papers, presentations, etc.). List your 3 products you plan to create and submit for assessment and the dates you will have them to be completed. 
4. The experience must work towards the 125 hours required for the capstone program. Create a system to document your hours spent within intentional experience to turn in at the end. (Flying on an airplane watching a romantic comedy does not count, but almost everything else does…)
5. Appropriate faculty will assess work for comprehension and understanding on a satisfactory basis.
