As you get started on your Capstone Thesis, the following information will allow you to keep track of the important dates and assignments for the First Quarter.  The table below will also let you know how I will be assessing your essay work as “satisfactory” (S) or “unsatisfactory” (U) at the end of the quarter.  You will have 8 assignments worth a maximum of 17 points plus 1-4 points for participation. 
There are two types of assignments:

1. Credit/no credit – simple assignments for which you will receive one point for completion.

2. Assessments – larger assignments will be assessed according to the four-point scale.

1. receive at least 13 out of the 21 possible assignment and participation points AND

2. turn in and/or have initialed ALL work by the end of the quarter AND

3. meet any other requirements as outlined in class.
