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Journeys School Bus Rules:

Please see your bus driver or bus ambassador if you have questions or need
assistance! Thank you.

Rule 1: Elementary students have priority seating in the front seats. All
should be sitting down in a seat. A seatis defined as a bench or chair, not
racks, rails, or the floor. If there are not enough seats, middle school and
high school students will stand as needed.

Rule 2: Seats should be occupied by one student per seat. Seats are not to
hold backpacks or other materials. These go on the floor or on the racks
provided.

Rule 3: Once the bus is moving, all should stay in their seats.

Rule 4: Your volume should be inside voice volume. No shouting.

Rule 5: Communicate with the bus driver and/or bus ambassador if you
have ANY questions. Ask yourself: “Am I on the correct bus?” “Dol
recognize the other students on this bus?” “Did I look on the front of the
bus to see if it is going where I want to go?”

Remember to use the 3 “T’s” as you are riding the bus:

TREAT WITH RESPECT
TAKE RESPONSIBILITY
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
